The rules  

1. The competition is open to anyone who lives, works or studies on or near the Corbett Estate in Catford.  

2. Photographs will only be taken on the Corbett Estate (as defined by the map on the Society’s website), and must be portraits of people only. The bounds of the Estate are described on the Corbett Society’s website.
3. Participants may submit up to 3 photographs, either digitally via email, or physical prints in the post. If you wish to submit physical prints, please email CorbettPortraitsCompetition@gmail.com for details of where to send your prints to.

4. Any format is acceptable – black and white; colour; camera phones; professional cameras.  

5. Any amount of post-production in photoshop or similar photo-editing software is acceptable.   

6. All entries will be judged by a panel of judges. They will consider a range of factors including composition, originality, and insight into the life of the sitter. The judges will select winners in two categories: under 16 and over 16. There will be prizes of cameras and a day out with a professional photographer.
7. Finalists and winners must send the highest resolution possible JPEG for printing (at the Corbett Society’s expense). These will be exhibited publically in October in the Library on Torridon Road.

8. Entries must be accompanied by the participant’s name, details of where the photo was taken, phone number, email address and a few words to say what appealed to the photographer about the image. 

9. The Subject(s) of the photograph must give their consent for the image to be used. The Photographer must obtain written consent. Consent forms are available on the Society’s website.

If the Subject of the photograph is under 18 then the photographer must obtain written consent from the subject’s parent/guardian for the image to be used as above. 

10. It is the entrant's responsibility to ensure that all the necessary permissions are obtained from people featured in a photograph.

11. Participants must agree that their photograph/s can be published in a book and used in publicity to help promote the book without any charge.

12. The Corbett Society reserves the right to cancel this competition or alter any of the rules at any stage, if deemed necessary in its opinion, and if circumstances arise outside of its control.
